We were able to find out how libraries work, explore the space and enjoy some stories together. We all did a really good job sharing what we know about books, authors and how stories work. We were also lucky enough to get a behind the scenes tour of the Cook County Co-op, which fit really well into our healthy habits unit. We were able to have some healthy snacks, learn a little about food preparation and how the store works. We have been learning about health and how we can take care of our bodies. Healthy foods, exercise and how to stop germs have gotten a lot of attention this past week. We all had favorite healthy foods like carrots and apples, we explored what sometimes foods look like also. 
2-3 NEWS- Ms. Nikki      Second and Third graders have started our new unit on inventions. We will be exploring inventions, inventors, engineering and innovation for the rest of the school year.  We look forward to sharing our inventions with you. Our school science fair will be April 20th and our class projects will center around inventing and the engineering process.  Students can also complete a science fair project at home.  I will send home information on this soon.

4-6 News – Miss Marissa Boozhoo! It’s hard to believe it’s almost the end of 3rd quarter! It’s going to be Spring Break before we know it! As February, “I Love to Read Month”, came to an end, we had set a goal of reading 10,000 minutes as a class. We almost achieved it with reading 9,738 minutes. A BIG CONGRATS to all 4th, 5th, and 6th graders! We have now been recently practicing our new skill; Author’s Purpose. Students are really understanding as they have been practicing the skill by reading task cards that help them distinguish whether it’s Persuading, Informing, or Entertaining the reader. We have continued with Spelling Menu in the morning and also taking time to write a personal narrative. We have really been working on writing a paragraph and all students are required to have 5 paragraphs for their paper; an introduction, body, and conclusion. All students have picked a great topic to write about. Literature circles are coming to an end as two groups have taken a quiz on their book and one group is still reading with having a longer book. Students have seemed to really enjoy this time reading and discussing in their small groups. During Anishinaabemowin, Mr. Dan has been teaching the students words that relate to sugar bush so that when we go up to Waaban for the week, they can incorporate the language. Social Studies, we have learned and covered the 7 continents as well as the 5 oceans and have moved onto using maps to locate places using latitude and longitude points. As for Math, we have been working really hard and staying busy with learning fractions! We have been simplifying, reducing, adding, and subtracting fractions. We also have been comparing and ordering fractions as well. 5th and 6th graders learned to change a mixed number into an improper fraction and an improper fraction into a mixed number. They also learned to multiply and divide fractions. We will have a big math test in 4th-6th grade classroom on Friday, March 10th! All students have been doing an outstanding job in math! As we have hit the middle of March, we have just less than two weeks of school before Spring Break! That being said, March Madness will begin but also MARCH MANNERS will be put into full effect starting on Monday, March 13th.
